a. Hand Drill

b. 2X4 cut to length of drill body.  2Ea

c. ¾ in plywood 6in X 18 (long enough to accommodate drill, mandrel, and tail stock) and enough for a tail stock and tail stock support as seen in the video.
d. Additional ¾ in thick stock to act as tool rest.  Size will depend on drill height and mandrel length.
